All ducks entered will be provided by McKinley Children’s Center (Presenter) and shall remain the
property of McKinley following the race.

Once the ducks are launched, they are on their own. Attempts to assist ducks caught in obstacles will be
made by race volunteers only.

A number will be attached to each duck and that number is registered in the name and control number of
its adopter in the race computer. When multiple duck entries are made with a single adoption paper, the
identification numbers of the additional ducks will likewise be assigned to the name and control numbers
of the adopter in the race computer.

Prizes will be awarded to the entrants whose names appear on the adoption papers of the first ducks to
cross the finish line and/or have been gathered in the duck traps. A list of prize winners may be obtained
by sending a written request and a self-addressed, stamped envelope to: Duck Race, McKinley Children’s
Center, 762 W. Cypress St., San Dimas, CA 91773.

Limit: one free
adoption per person. Each person requesting a free adoption must apply at McKinley Children’s Center in
person. McKinley Children’s Center regrets that requests for free adoptions received after 12 p.m., May
29, 2009, or after all available ducks have been adopted, cannot be honored.

Development Department employees of McKinley Children’s Center are not eligible to win.
